Raja Bakhri is one of the big-
gest palaces in Odisha. It was
built by King Chhatra Sai in the
early 17th Century The two-sto-
rey building has around 40
rooms. According to research:
ers, Surendra Sai had stayed in
the palace for a few days during
the 1857 uprising after he en.
tered Sambalpur with 1,500 of
his supporters. Besides, local
freedom fighters had waved the
national flag atop Raja Bakhri
